Event Eligibility  
 
2.1  The 2008 BRM Silverstone Safari Rally counts as round 4 of the 2008 PCD 

Engineering ACT Regional Series & Round 5 of the CAMS NSW Clubman Series 
for Drivers and Co-Drivers. 

 
 
Article 3: 
Event Description 
 
3.1 The first car will leave the start area, Deeks Carpark, at 10.30hrs on Saturday 

July 26th. 
 
3.2 The event will have a total distance of approximately 320kms, including 10 

special stages with a total competitive distance of approximately 155kms.  All 
special stages will be conducted on a gravel or dirt surface. 
 

3.3 The event will run using A to A Timing as set out in the 2008 CAMS Manual of 
Motor Sport, National Rally Code item 1.33(iii), with the following exceptions 

 
The event will be timed to the second. 
 
5.2(iii) (a) There will be no road penalty for late arrival at a time control, only loss 
of late time of one (1) minute for every minute late.   
 
There will be no road penalty for early arrival at the final control of The Event. 

 
 
Article 4: 
Vehicle Eligibility 
 
4.1 As per NRC Article 2.2 and 2008 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport Rally Car 

Eligibility requirements, vehicles must comply with Schedule R - Requirements 
for all Rally Cars. Vehicles must comply with the regulations for the following, 
PRC Rally Cars, FIA Group N, FIA Super 2000, Group N(P), Historic and Classic 
Rally Cars.  
 

4.2 All vehicles are required to meet the requirements of NRC Article 6.3 (vii) in 
relation to the fitment of roll over protection as specified in Schedule J. 

 
4.3 Competitors are reminded of the requirements of Schedule K, and reserve a 

white space on both front doors not less than 500mm wide by 540mm high for 
the purposes of event advertising and competitor identification.   

 
4.4 All vehicles must be covered by a CAMS Vehicle logbook, which must be 

presented at documentation verification. 
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Article 5: 
Competitor Eligibility 
 
5.1 A minimum of a current Clubman Rally Licence or higher for the Competitor, 

driver and co-driver, as well as a current and valid Civil Licence for the driver and 
co-driver (if they intend to drive the car) must be presented to the Organisers at 
Documentation Verification.  The co-driver must hold a current CAMS Clubman 
Rally Licence (Navigator) or higher, and if the co-driver does not hold a Civil 
Licence, then a declaration must be signed stating the co-driver will not drive the 
vehicle during the event. 

5.2 Competitors are reminded of the need to meet registration requirements of the 
2008 PCD Engineering ACT Regional Rally Series in order to score ACT series 
points in the Event.

Entries, Entry Forms and Entry Fees

6.2 Unless express permission is given in writing by the Clerk of Course, entries will 

only be accepted when the crew have given payment in full. Incomplete entries 
will be returned to the competitor. Cheques, money orders etc are to be made 
payable to Light Car Club of Canberra. 

 
6.3 Entries Open at the Publication of these Supplementary Regulations. 
 
6.4 Entries close at 1800 hours on Monday July 21st 2008. 
 
6.5 Members of all NSW/ACT/VIC CAMS affiliated clubs are invited to enter. 
 
6.6 The number of entries will be limited to sixty (60). If this limit is exceeded, entries 

will be accepted in the following order:

5) Other entries in order of receipt 

 
6.7 Where a number of  entries received on the same day cause the limit of 60 

entries to be exceeded, a ballot will be used to determine those entries to be 
accepted.  
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6.8 The entry fee for the Event will be:

6.9 Payment of the Entry Fee will be accepted in the form of cash, credit, cheque or 

money order (Cash sent in the mail will not be the responsibility of the 
organisers).

8.2 Failure to attend the competitors' briefing may incur a penalty at the discretion of

Article 9: 
Reconnaissance & Pacenotes 
 
9.1 Pacenotes are prohibited. Any competitor found using or in possession of 

pacenotes (determined to be such by the absolute discretion of the organisers in 
consultation with the Stewards of the Event) will be excluded from the event.

Odometer Check 
 
11.1 The official survey vehicle for the event recorded the distance of 5.00km traveling 

North bound between the “Odometer Start” and “Odometer Finish” signs on the 
Tuggeranong Parkway, between the Hindmarsh drive and Lady Denman 
Intersections.   
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Article 12: 
Scrutineering and Documentation Verification 
 
12.1 Scrutineering must be completed prior to Crews attending Documentation 
 Verification. 
 
12.2 Competitors residing in the areas with postcodes 2600-2620 and 2900- 2914 

are required to present for Local Competitor’s Scrutineering at Total Traction 
Services, U4A Gillott St, Belconnen. Local Competitor’s Scrutineering will take 
place on Wednesday July 23rd 2008 between 18.00 hours and 20.00 hours.   

 
12.3 Vehicles not completing regional Scrutineering should present for Scrutiny at

12.4 Crews not required to attend Local Competitor’s Scrutineering can elect to have 

their vehicles scrutineered by a CAMS nominated Regional Scrutineer in the 
week prior to the event.

be available for collection at the completion of documentation verification. 
 
12.9 Vehicles will be inspected by event officials upon entry to the Start Area for 

compliance with advertising and signage requirements.  Upon passing this 
inspection, vehicles will be deemed eligible to start on the condition they have 
successfully completed Scrutineering and Documentation Verification. 
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Article 13 
Running of the Rally 
 
13.1 The organisers will locate a staging area that is not  considered a Parc Fermé 

prior to the start of the rally. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that 
their vehicle is placed in this staging area, Deeks Carpark, between 08.30 hours 
and 09.45 hrs on Saturday July 26th 2008. Event officials will be located in the 
start area to direct crews to park in their allotted space.   

 
13.2 It is not necessary that a member of the crew be the person who places the 

vehicle in the staging area. 
 
13.3 The Rally will start at 1030hrs on Saturday July 26th 2008 and the first car will 

finish at 1910hrs on Saturday July 26th 2008. 
 
13.4 The rally will be run at 2-minute intervals. 
 
13.5 All Special Stages shall be timed to the elapsed second. 
 
13.6 Provisional Results will be published on the Official Notice Board at Vikings Town 

Centre Club on Saturday 26th July 2008 at 2230hrs. 
 
13.7 Results will be declared official and final 30 minutes after posting of provisional 

results should no protests on the results be received. 
 
 
Article 14 
Cancellation, Alteration and Abandonment 
 
14.1  In accordance with Section 6.9 of the Rally Code and NCR 59 the organisers 

reserve the right to abandon, alter or terminate the event at any point. 
 
 
Article 15: 
Accident Procedures / Safety of Competitors 
 
15.1 If during The Event a crew stops on a Special Stage who does not  require 

medical assistance, those competitors must :     
·  Immediately place triangles to warn following cars. 
·  Place the OK sign on the vehicle in such a position that it remains 

clearly visible to all following competitors. 
·  Stay as close to their vehicle as is safe to do so. 
·  If able to restart the vehicle, proceed the full length of the stage in 

the correct direction. Do not leave the stage via another route. 
 
15.2 If during The Event, a crew stops on a Special Stage who requires  medical 

assistance , those competitors must : 
·  Immediately place triangles to warn following competitors (unless 

incapable of doing so). 
·  Display the SOS (on rear of Route Instructions) in a prominent 

position, visible to the next three competitors . 
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·  Attempt to contact rally Headquarters via Mobile Phone on 0405 
163 336 (number printed on SOS page). Or UHF radio (channel 3 
duplex). 

·  After the first three following competitors, display the OK sign to the 
rest of the field. 

 
15.3 Any competitor coming on another competitor involved in an accident must: 

·  STOP, if the cross is displayed or there is no visible sign displayed, 
and render assistance. 

·  If possible, contact Rally Headquarters by mobile phone or UHF 
radio (channel 3), noting car number, cumulative distance to the 
accident site, and if known, general details of injuries sustained. 

·  If unable to contact Rally Command, write down the accident 
details on the accident form in the front of the road book, stop the 
next competitor and have them proceed immediately to the next 
SOS point or Special Stage Stop Point with the accident details. 

·  At the first practical time, fill in an incident report fully detailing the 
incident, and submit it to a Steward, CofC or a Control Official. 

 
 
ARTICLE 16 
 
16.1 Alcohol and Drugs 
 
During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other 
portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden 
until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day. Any driver or crew 
member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice 
therefore shall not be permitted to participate. Refer NCR145A of the Current CAMS 
Manual. 
In addition the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Procedure for 
Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be 
tested for alcohol or other drugs at any time during the event(s). This regulation serves as 
the required 24- hour notice to Competitors, Crews and Officials. 
 
Testing for the above may be conducted during the r unning of the rally. 
 
ARTICLE 17 
Protests 
 
17.1 All protests must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the NCR.
