SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

1. THE EVENT

The event shall be known as the Rallye Historique de Fleurieu hereinafter referred to as “the event”. The event will be a Multi-Club Touring Road Event and will be conducted over public and private roads in SA on Saturday 11th July 2009. The event is open to financial members of any CAMS affiliated car club.
2. SCHEDULE OF DATES

Entries open: Upon publication of these regulations.

Starting Order (determination): Tuesday 7/7/2009 at 19:00

Further Regulations issued: when entry received
Official Scrutiny: Saturday 11/06/2009 16:00- 17:30
Entries Close: Tuesday 7/7/2009 at 18:30

Event Start: Saturday 11/06/2009 at 18:00 at Sellicks Beach Community Hall
3. AUTHORITY

The event shall be run under the general provisions of:

a. The International Sporting Code (ISC) of the FIA, The National Competition Rules of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Limited (CAMS), The National Rally Code, The National Touring Road Event Regulations, these Supplementary Regulations, any Further Regulations, Event Bulletins and Route Instructions which may be issued.

The event will be conducted under and in accordance with the CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found at www.cams.com.au

6. CREW ELIGIBILITY

6.1 Crews shall consist of at least 2 persons, one nominated as the Driver one as the Navigator, and the others shall be passengers. The Driver(s) of the vehicle must hold a current and valid driver’s licence.

6.2 The competitor (entrant) and driver and navigator shall be required to hold a current CAMS Level 2NS licence or superior and all crew members shall be required to hold current membership of any car club affiliated with CAMS. CAMS Personal Accident Insurance is included in the CAMS licence fee (refer Appendix I of the CAMS Manual).

6.3 All crew members are encouraged to be current financial members of an appropriate ambulance service and to have their own personal health/hospital insurance.

7. VEHICLE ELIGIBILITY

Any vehicle is eligible provided it is a roadworthy condition. 

It is recommended that all vehicles have navigation equipment and a fire extinguisher. See also part 10 re scrutiny. Screen based/linked GPS devices are not permitted in the car.
8. ENTRIES

8.1 Entries will only be accepted on the official entry form, complete in all details and forwarded to the Clerk of Course with the prescribed entry fee.

8.2 The entry fee is $100.00. 
8.3 Competitors under the age of 18 years must have the written consent of a parent or guardian to enter and participate.

8.4 Competitors are reminded of the penalties under the NCR’s for false statements.

8.5 The Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with NCR 83.

8.6 The field is limited to 35 entries, accepted in order of receipt of entry

9. STARTING ORDER

At the time set out in the Schedule of Dates, the Clerk of Course will determine the starting order.
10. SCRUTINY, EQUIPMENT & PAPERWORK

10.1 Scrutiny will be conducted at:

Sellicks Community Hall,
Riviera Rd, Sellicks Beach

From 16:00 to 17:30 on Saturday 11th July
10.2 Vehicles must be presented at scrutiny, clean, and in “ready-to-start” condition.
All compulsory equipment will be checked, as follows:

a) Seat belt of at least three point mounting for each occupant.

b) Red SOS / Green OK board
c) Mudflaps on driving wheels

10.3 The following documentation must be presented at scrutiny:

a) Current vehicle registration papers/permit showing ownership

b) Competitors and all crew members’ current CAMS licences and club memberships.

c) Civil driving licences of all persons that may drive in any part of the event.

d) CAMS Vehicle Log Book, if issued for the vehicle.

11. RULES & REGULATIONS

National Rally Code (NRC) 3.4.vi – (the 2mm Rule) - will not apply to this event.

Given the style of event being conducted, i.e. a historic navigational trial under the Touring Road Event Regulations, and to show consideration to officials, organisers and the councils, it is considered appropriate to prohibit wheel spin for a distance of 50m from the start of competitive sections.

Breaches of the wheel spin requirement will be reported to the Stewards for an appropriate penalty of not less than 30 points per reported occurrence.
12. SCORING & PENALTIES

Controls will be in accordance with the NRC.

Timing will be recorded to the second and scoring of the event will be to the Forward Minute with increments of one (1) minute.

For example: Time Allowed = 10:00 mins, Time Taken = 9:48 mins, Penalty = 0 points

Time Allowed = 10:00 mins, Time Taken = 10:00 mins, Penalty = 0 points

Time Allowed = 10:00 mins, Time Taken = 10:52 mins, Penalty = 1 points

Late Time accumulates in one minute increments per minute, or part thereof, in excess

of allowed transport section times and one second increments in excess of allowed competitive and touring section times. Passage controls and/or observations may be used to check compliance with route instructions.

NRC 5.2.(iii)g shall be varied, in part; such that entering any Passage Control from the wrong direction (WD) will incur a 5 point penalty, and incorrect recording of, or missing an information or Passage Control will incur a 10 point penalty.

A “P” board will precede manned Passage Controls. (A “P” board may also be placed on the incorrect direction of entry for safety).

Competitors who visit all major controls will be scored ahead of crews which miss such controls. I.e. a competitor who incurs a 60 minute penalty for missing a control (or deemed to have missed the control) will place behind a competitor who has gained more major controls despite the time penalties of both.

NOTE: Observations must be countersigned at the next major control or will be regarded as “missed”. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure this is done.

13. MAPS

Only the official map(s) may be used or consulted by the crew during the event. Penalty 30 pts per breach.

14. FURTHER REGULATIONS

These will nominate running details of the event, including start location map and time, refuelling arrangements, odometer check, catering, any changes or additions to the penalty structure,  and any other relevant information. The finish will be near Normanville with BBQ etc.
15. SERVICE LOCATION

There will be a refuel/service location specified in the route instructions.

16. JUDGES OF FACT

In accordance with NCR 181 the following officials are deemed to be Judges of Fact:

1. Control Officials are deemed to be judges of fact of the following:

· Not wearing seatbelt, helmet or safety clothing

· Failure to follow the prescribed course

· Direction of Entry at a Control 

· Dangerous entry in to Control 

· Time of arrival and departure from Control 
· Service Park infringements 

2. Scrutineers are deemed to be Judges of Fact of the following;

· Vehicle unsafe to continue. 

· Vehicle with accident damage

· Weight of a vehicle

· Eligibility of vehicles

· Not wearing seat belt, helmet or safety clothing

· Crew apparel

3. Observers are deemed to be Judges of Fact for the following:

· failure to follow the prescribed course, or not complying with the road code.

Medical Officers are deemed to be Judges of Fact for the following:
· The Medical condition of any crew member or team member

5.
SA Police are deemed to be Judges of Fact of the following: 

· Traffic infringement 

· Speed of a vehicle 

· Un-roadworthy vehicle 

17. PROTESTS

Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with Part Xll of the National Competition Rules.

18. COMMUNICATION

The use of any two-way radio or mobile phone during the event is highly discouraged.

The carriage of the above items is permitted for safety reasons for use in case of accident or emergency situation. (See article 8 of the National Rally Code amended 1 May 1999).

19. ANTI DOPING POLICY

During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s).  The CAMS Anti Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such. In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti Doping Policy will take precedence.
